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What master’s degrees are
eligible or your DNP program?

Earned Master’s Degree in Nursing from either a 
program accredited by the Commission on Colle-
giate Nursing Education (CCNE) or Accreditation 
Commission for Education in Nursing (ACEN) 
or a nurse anesthesia program accredited by the 
Council on Accreditation of Nurse Anesthesia 
Education Programs of the American Association 
of Nurse Anesthetists.

How many practice
experience hours are required?

The DNP degree requires a total of 1000 hours 
which is calculated from the following formula:
MSN + DNP = 1000. Mount Marty has 390 hours 
built into the curriculum to help students achieve 
the DNP objectives. However, we realize that 
some students may require additional hours to 
achieve the 1000 hour total. Students requiring 
additional hours will develop an individualized 
plan with their DNP advisor. 

What is the length of the program?
The curriculum spans approximately 2.5 years 
or 7 semesters (including summers). The Plan of 
Study further explains program curriculum.

When is the application deadline?
Students are enrolled in a cohort model each 
August. Applications to start in August are due 
July 1. 

How do I apply?
Applications may be submitted through the Nurs-
ing CAS link on our website. All communication 
will be sent through Nursing CAS to applicants 
regarding their status.
